I was very happy with the quality of my entry and was very pleased with my final line up. 

VETERAN (1,0)

1) Brooks Handina Jameson of Jinnybrux (imp) 8 year old b/w dog in super condition with not a grey hair in sight, such an honest dog with no exaggerations, good bone, feet and pasterns, super clean outline, head clean of correct proportions, good width and depth of muzzle, fabulous mouth, dark expressive eyes, strong neck flowing into firm short, slightly sloping back and good tail set, super front and rear assembly, plenty of fore chest and very well let down hocks with correct turn of stifle, his hammy quarters powered him comfortably around the ring in his laid back style. Best Veteran in show.

MINOR PUPPY (14,5)

1) Ward Davies/Brown/Hutchings Winuwuk the Maverick 8 months red b/w tall and well grown for age with plenty of ring presence, rangy with strong bone and substance all through, head of correct proportions, with correct dark eye and good ear set, good stop and rise of skull, excellent mouth with large well spaced teeth, arched neck into correct wither, top line needs to tighten, super front assembly with good lay of shoulder and length of upper arm, well developed forechest, good quarters with good width of second thigh, rear movement ok with ground covering side action, with his handler getting the best of him at all times.

2) Schofields Koppernox Rocco dark b/w just 6 months and a real baby but balanced through out, with a clean crisp outline, head clean and still developing with super dark eye and melting, mischievous expression, another excellent mouth, correct lip to lip placement and good chin, excellent arched neck into short, slightly sloping top line with bang on tail set, movement straight coming and going, with a very steady site gait keeping his lovely shape on the move, well handled, just preferred the substance and presence of one, will watch him with interest.

3) Tonkins Tonantron the Wizard

PUPPY (10,2)

1) Banks Norwatch Sunhawk Main Issue 9 months dark b/w, well developed puppy with super bone and substance, excellent feet and pasterns, short coupled with a stunning outline and plenty of ring presence, head of correct proportions with correct stop and good rise of skull, well padded muzzle, dark expressive eye and good ear set, broad nose and nostrils, excellent mouth, super arched neck giving him such elegance, evident withers and broad, level top line and bang on tail set, good length of upper arm and lay back of shoulder giving good forward reach on the move, good spring of rib, hammy quarters with well let down hocks propelling him effortlessly around the ring, at one with his handler at all times.  Best Puppy Dog, Res Best Puppy in Show.

2) Woolliss Rameleon On Reflection 9 months b/w not as developed as one with a square, clean cut outline, enough bone and substance, nice tight catlike feet, nicely developing head piece of correct proportions, flat cheeks, good stop and tilt of nose, good mouth and excellent lip to lip placement, altogether producing a melting expression, super reach of neck, into level slightly sloping top line and correct tail set, good width of first and second thigh enabling him to cover the ground with ease with plenty of hind thrust on the move, just preferred front assembly of one, gave his handler a hard time.

3) Ward Davies/Brown/Hutchings Winuwuk An Absolute Scandal

JUNIOR (10,2)

1) Greaves Barbarossa Blade Runner 13 months b/w, stood out in this class for his balanced outline so well put together, correct bone and substance for his size, super head, that is clean with correct dark mischievous eye and good ear set, well padded muzzle with good width and depth, good mouth and evident chin, enough length of neck into correct withers, top line and tail set, hammy quarters, excellent forechest and well let down brisket, super front assembly having good lay back of shoulder and correct length of upper arm giving required forward reach on the move, movement was straight coming and going with an efficient ground coving side gate, scored over two in front assembly and movement, very thoughtfully handled.

2) Pyes Burnden Opportunist also 13 months with a beautiful deep deer red jacket in immaculate condition, short coupled and taller than one with good bone and substance, well proportioned clean head, with good rise of skull and correct ear set, muzzle not yet developed, excellent mouth and teeth placement, chin ok, clean crested neck, short broad top line and bang on tail set, well ribbed with strong short loin, hammy quarters with well let down hocks, super well defined muscle tone through out, very well handled and presented.

3) Ames Thenamy Big Bang

YEARLING (9,2)

1) Johnsons Sulez Sirocco By Sonshoby 21 months b/w solidly built dog with an eye catching outline, everything flowing together nicely, correct bone and substance with super tight catlike feet, head good with kind dark eye giving a super expression, well padded muzzle with required width and depth, good turn up of nose with large nostrils, excellent mouth, crested neck blending into evident withers with correctly sloping top line and bang on tail set, deep brisket with evident forechest, gentle tuck up, corresponding front and rear angles, giving good forward reach on the move, well developed quarters with well let down hocks producing a free and easy side gait, straight action coming and going, in the last 4 for the CC.

2) Hannams Norwatch Sunhawk Spotlight at Dibrid 19 months b/w well developed dog with sharp outline, shorter coupled than one, correct bone, substance and feet, strong head piece with good rise of skull, correct stop and dark eye, powerful muzzle with good mouth and evident chin, clean arched neck, strong short top line with good tail set, strong through the loin with required tuck up, strong quarters used to advantage on the move, side action being powerful and ground covering, just preferred overall balance and finish of one, well handled.

3) Boardman & Dawsons Bonobo First Issue 

NOVICE (7,1)

1) Melville, Gething & Stengierski’s Tell Tale at Jeddhi 18 months medium sized red b/w of stocky build with good bone, substance and feet, more finished than 2 in both body and head, which is of correct proportions with melting expression from his gorgeous dark eyes, muzzle has correct width and depth with an excellent mouth and chin, strong arched neck into broad slightly sloping top line and correct tail set, good spring of rib and depth of chest, good shoulder placement and corresponding rear angles with good muscle tone, short and strong through the loin, one of the best movers of the day coming and going with a steady ground covering side gait, at one with his handler at all times. 

2) Joseph & Burnetts Kayafon’s To Hot To Trot 12 months medium sized b/w still very raw in body but has plenty of scope, rangy and still needing to drop in brisket, square elegant outline,  head of good proportions, dark kind eye, excellent mouth and lip to lip placement, would prefer slightly cleaner in head, arched swan like neck into short back and good tail, clean underline, excellent turn of stifle and well let down hocks, this dog moved out in front of his handler with such drive and purpose, keeping his outline at all times, covering the ground effortlessly and powerfully,  a joy to watch and so easy to assess a credit to his handler on the move. 

3) Feaver & Cormacks Sugarwood Frame On

GRADUATE (11,1)

1) Cobbs Stanryk Dream Ryder 22 months b/w solidly built masculine dog with striking outline, standing fore square with nobility and elegance, a dog I have admired from the ringside and was not disappointed on closer inspection, super bone, substance and tight catlike feet, gorgeous head piece correct through out with required tilt of nose, stop and rise of skull,  superb melting  expression with kind dark eye, excellent mouth and chin with lip to lip placement, elegant arched neck flowing into evident withers with a strong slightly sloping top line, short well muscled loin and bang on tail set, fabulous forechest with correct front assembly enabling him to move with correct forward reach, well muscled quarters with good width of first and second thigh giving driving rear action, he keeps is super shape and firm top line on the move and his stride is free, ground covering and effortless, straight action coming and going moving parallel behind, at one with his handler, my CC winner and was thrilled my co-judge agreed to award him BIS.

2) Beardsell & Van Becks Magical Trick from Newlaithe 21 months dark b/w of good size with a sharp, clean cut, square outline, enough bone and substance, super tight feet, lovely head with flat cheeks, clean skull, good width and depth to muzzle and a good mouth, super dark eyes giving intelligent expression, long crested neck, good height at withers, back is short and firm, good croup into correct tail set, good forechest and well let down brisket, good tuck up and short strong loin, hammy quarters, used well on the move, another one with straight action coming and going, ground covering side gait, keeping his shape through out just preferred maturity and overall finish of one.

3) Spanswicks Tudora Glad All Over

POST GRADUATE  (10,1)

1) Lay & Taylors Swiftwood Johnny Jumpup 4yrs old medium size with crisp outline, enough bone and substance, this dog scored in head type he has a super clean head of excellent proportions, with flat cheeks, lovely dark eye with melting expression, super mouth with evident chin and correct lip to lip placement, muscular arched neck blending into strong broad top line leading to correct croup and tail set, very well muscled throughout, corresponding front and rear angles but would prefer better turn of stifle, his movement was steady and ground covering with straight front and rear action, 2 very different dogs balanced in different ways, I was splitting hairs but just preferred the head and expression on 1.

2) Cattanachs Steynmere Just Is 5 yrs old dark b/w well grown up standing masculine male and when co-operating with his handler has a fabulous, balanced outline, plenty of bone and substance and tight catlike feet, correct shaped dark eye, clean in skull, excellent wide mouth large nose and nostrils, excels in reach of neck and front assembly having excellent length of upper arm and lay back of shoulder with superb forechest and when viewed from the side the best of the day, broad slightly sloping top line and bang on tail set, good width and depth of 1st and 2nd thigh and good turn of stifle, side gait was powerful and ground coving with plenty of forward reach, gave his handler a hard time.

3)  Brooks Jinnybrux Genetic Genie

LIMIT (16,1)

1) A strong class full of balance and quality, I was splitting hairs between the first 3, could easily change places on another day, Knights Walkon Surely Not of Sarsbrook JW 2 ½ yrs old medium sized dog, so well balanced all through, very square outline, correct bone and substance for size, superb head with no excess wrinkle, correct proportions throughout with a good mouth and lip to lip placement, super dark eye with a melting expression, excellent reach of neck, broad, slightly sloping top line, correct croup and bang on tail set, short coupled with well muscled loin, evident forechest and good width of chest, correct lay back of shoulder, well ribbed, strong quarters with good width to second thigh and strong hocks that drove him around the ring with ease, keeping his lovely shape, straight, precise action coming and going, well handled, last 4 for the CC

2) Tucker & Moncur-Drysdale Abythorn All Wrapped Up for Carmondene 3 yrs old red b/w same stamp as one, very balanced and square outline, correct bone, substance and feet, slightly stronger head than winner, with correct muzzle to skull ratio, wide mouth with correct sweep of lower jaw, well padded muzzle with wide nostrils, good ear set and dark eye with super expression, strong crested neck into firm slightly sloping top line, correct croup and good tail set, corresponding front and rear angles, with well let down brisket and good spring of rib, taut tuck up, very well muscled throughout, his side gait is ground covering with good forward reach, 2 very nice dogs

3) Banks News Night at Sunhawk Norwatch

OPEN (3,0)

1) Millers Ch Walkon Made ‘N Issue 3 yrs old tall, elegant upstanding dog with noble appearance, liked him when I judged him as a puppy and he has certainly fulfilled his potential, excellent bone, substance and tight feet, gorgeous head with melting expression, muzzle is broad and deep with good sweep of under jaw, super mouth with lip to lip placement, correct stop and rise of skull, very expressive dark eye, long crested neck into evident withers, broad, sloping top line into bang on tail set, correct lay back of shoulder, straight front and strong pasterns, super depth of brisket and correct tuck up, well muscled quarters, with super sweep of stifle into short hocks, moved at speed showing super drive and forward reach, coving the ground effortlessly, straight action coming and going,  excellent muscle tone through out and well handled and presented as always from this kennel, my RCC winner

2) Melville & Gething Ch Jeddhi Yankee Pasha 3 yrs old dark b/w noble appearance with a  balanced clean out line, correct bone and substance with super catlike feet and strong pasterns, super well chiselled head, with required flat cheeks, gorgeous dark eye with melting expression, good width and depth of muzzle with excellent mouth, powerful arched neck into short strong top line, well muscled short loin and correct croup and tailset, corresponding front and rear angles, super forechest and excellent length of upper arm, giving required forward reach on the move, true front and rear action, powerful side gait keeping his shape throughout, well handled and presented in super condition, just preferred overall elegance and ring presence of 1
